The USEF copyright fee was paid (tests for the Handbook).

      New income from membership dues in March totaled $417.00. We need to send USDF GM memberships to USDF for approximately 5 members, but I haven’t got an updated roster from Betty. (Income from the March 1 schooling show was $619.00 Ed.)
