Approval of Minutes:  The Minutes of June 2, 2009 were unanimously approved with the following correction to “Approval of Minutes”

USDF does not recognize GMO Business Membership classification.  NMDA must submit NMDA Business Memberships to USDF in the name of the individual.  NMDA can charge additional fees for business sponsorship/benefits.
Financial Report:   Rena reviewed the June financial statements with the board.   As a result of the increase in new memberships and schooling show entries the association is running a net profit.  Rena informed the board that the federal taxes for the association have been paid and that the association tax filings were current.  Rena thanked Tamminy Marshall for her assistance in resolving the association’s federal tax issues.   

Schooling Show Update: Barbara reported that the schooling shows are continuing to be a success.  The Cherry Tree Farm show made a profit.  The Luna Rosa show currently has 54 dressage rides Intro to Third Level.   
Recognized Show Update: Donald reported that the July recognized show was a full show and went well.
Year End Awards: Randi and Sean updated the board on the Year End Awards Banquet.  The event will be held Saturday, November 14 at Scalo.  Randi asked the board to approve the payment of a $100 deposit to reserve the space. The board unanimously agreed.  
By-Laws Review:   Susan reviewed the proposed By-Laws changes and invited the membership present to give input and discuss the proposed changes.  After a brief discussion the board agreed to send the proposed By-Laws changes as approved to the membership for a vote.  
Ride Re-Ride Clinic: Ulla informed the board that the entry form for the clinic is ready to be e-mailed to the membership and will be posted on the website. 
In an effort to provide educational opportunities as a benefit of membership, the board agreed to allow NMDA members to audit the clinic free of charge.

L-Program Proposal: Sean reviewed a proposed estimated budget for the association to host the L-Program in 2010.  The board had an open discussion on the financial commitment of hosting the L-Program.  Sean informed the board that at present there are few L-programs schedule for 2010.  Sean would like to schedule the first sessions in January, April and July.  The board will need to select an official organizer for the event.
